•Prepares prep room, insuring that oxygen is on, vaccinations are drawn up, and diagnostic tests are ready.

•Prepares surgery room and surgery list.

•Assists with and/or sedates and preps animals for surgery.

•Monitors animals before, during and after surgery to insure animal is recovering from anesthesia.

•Cleans and sanitizes the clinic area and surgical instruments.

•Cleans clinic kennels

•Release animals back to their owners; gives owners information on post-operative care.

•Provides information on a wide variety of questions regarding animals and the operation of the Division.

•Supports the mission and vision of Animal Services.

•Assists Veterinarian with surgeries on mobile Spay/Neuter Clinic in remote Orange County locations. Includes driving the mobile bus.

•Performs any other duties associated with the operation of the Spay/Neuter Clinic and/or Division.
